O First-year students: 3.75 cumulative unweighted high school GPA or 1820 combined on the SAT or 27 combined on the ACT. May have up to 36 college credits.
O Transfer students: minimum 3.25 college GPA (Send an unofficial transcript directly to the UHC).
O Continuing OSU students: minimum 3.25 cumulative OSU GPA.

Although many applicants meet minimum criteria for UHC admission, not everyone will be selected. Students are welcome to reapply to the UHC in
subsequent years.

___ Duplicate copy of OSU insight résumé.

_ Information regarding extracurricular activities, leadership positions, and awards.

__ Unofficial transcript(s) to UHC (First-year and transfer applicants only).
